TRAVEL AND TOURNAMENT POLICY AND PROCEDURES

NOTIFICATION FOR TRAVEL:

Teams from the Oklahoma Soccer Association wishing to travel outside of the boundaries of the
state association must submit a notification for travel to the State Association prior to the date
of the planned travel.

Notification for travel can be received by one of two methods:

1. Utilization of the online e-travel forms available on the OSA web site at
www.oksoccer.com on the link titled “Get E Travel Forms.”

2. Academy teams — see Academy travel policies on the OSA web site under the link
“Programs” and then “Academy Programs.”

Requirements for Travel:

1. Application for travel form completed and signed by the coach or manager.

2. Country approved and stamped league roster that has been approved and stamped by OSA
for tournament participation.

3. A US Youth Soccer member pass approved by OSA or designated member for each player,
guest player, and team official listed on the approved roster and traveling with the team. Each
member pass for a player must include the team information, the valid seasonal year, the
player’s name, and the player’s verified birth date.

4. An authorization properly executed with required signatures for each player to allow
emergency medical treatment.

5. Copies of required permissions for a guest player if allowed by the hosting tournament.

6. Emergency contact information

US Youth Soccer — Rule 203. INTERNATIONAL TRAVEL

(a) International travel by teams of US Youth Soccer State Associations and members of State
Associations shall comply with the requirements of US Youth Soccer, the team’s State
Association, and US Soccer. Copies of all applications to US Soccer for international travel shall
be sent to the State Association at, or prior to, the time the application is submitted to US
Soccer.

(b) In addition to any form and fees required to be submitted for approved travel under this
policy, US Soccer requires its approval and has procedures, additional document requirements,
and a fee that must be submitted, by its deadline, to US Soccer prior to the team’s international
travel. Consult US Soccer for the current requirement, procedures, and fees.
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
